RULES & REGULATIONS  
 

 

Entries 
 
1.  This competition is open to everyone. 
 
2.  You may enter a favourite craft piece previously created but all entries into this 
competition should not have been previously entered into any other competition. 
 
3. Only one piece may be entered per category and competitors. All entries must be the 
genuine unaided work of the individual who has entered. 
 
4. All entries cost £5 to enter. Once you have made your payment please email 
competitions@ichf.co.uk by midnight (BST) on Friday 28th August 2020 your photo along 
with your order reference number, category, name, postal address and email address. Any 
entries emailed after this date will not be entered into the competition and if payment has 
already been made prior to this date, no refunds will be authorised. 
 
5. The decision for the category entered is the responsibility of the maker. Entries cannot be 
swapped to another category after the email has been sent. 
 
6. Entries must be submitted by uploading a high quality photo of your piece. All 
competitors will receive acknowledgment of their photo entry. 
 
7. Entries cannot be shown on any social media sites until judging has completely closed, 
otherwise your exhibit will be disqualified.   
 
8. Queries must be submitted to competitions@ichf.co.uk before Thursday 27th August 2020. 
No queries will be answered after this date. Queries should only relate to the rules and not 
individual designs. Advice will not be given on individual designs.   

 



                

 

Judging/ Winners 
 
1. The judges’ decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into. 
 
2. Results for the five category winners will be announced on Saturday 5th September at 
approximately 12:00pm BST* with the images displayed on both the ICHF website and on 
the CCS Live virtual event itself (@thecraftshows Facebook page).  
 
3. Following the announcement of the 5 shortlisted category finalists, the winner for the 
overall ‘Best in Show’ piece will be decided by the public via a voting system. Viewers/ 
voters will have until 2pm on Sunday 6th September to vote for their favourite piece. The 
‘Best In Show’ winner will be announced on Sunday 6th September at 5pm (or after the 
show has finished) on a Facebook post. All winners will be contacted from Monday 7th 
September with details of their prize. 
 
4. The prizes will be accepted as stated. There are no cash alternatives.
