There are two categories that you may enter:
Category 1 – Mainly Machine Embroidery
Category 2 – Mainly Hand Embroidery

Both Categories may contain mixed media (beads, 
papers, wires, etc) if you wish.

Please state clearly on the application form and also 
on the back of the embroidery, which category you 
are entering.

The finished piece should be no smaller than 20 x 
20 cm (8 x 8 in.) and no larger than 75 x 75 cm (29 
½ x 29 ½ in.) when framed/mounted. Glass must 
not be used when framing. Please ensure 
your piece has a secure method of hanging.

If you use any Madeira threads in your embroidery, 
please enclose a separate list of threads what you 
have used in your work, which will be displayed 
alongside your embroidery.

How to enter

• �Your name, address and phone number must be clearly and 
securely attached to the back of your work.  
Do not write your name on the front!

• �It would be nice to know if your piece was inspired by a design 
source, such as a photograph, postcard, quotation or a memory  
(a couple of lines will do – we are not looking for an essay). Please 
mount this separately so that it can be displayed along side your 
work. Do not write your name on the front.

• �Send a photograph or photocopy of your embroidery, with your 
name and address clearly written on the back – this helps us with 
the return of your work.

• �For UK entries, a non-refundable £15.00 entry fee is charged for 
handling and return postage. Your embroidery will be returned  
via Royal Mail Special Delivery or Parcel Force (UK only).

• �For entries from Europe and the Rest of the World, please check 
and send the appropriate postage for the return of your entry.

• �Send your completed embroidery and written piece (with the 
completed entry form, cheque (payable to ICHF Events), and 
photograph in a separate envelope attached to the 
outside of your parcel) to: The Madeira Competition, ICHF 
Events, Dominic House, Seaton Road, Highcliffe, Dorset BH23 
5HW.
